Beach Re-nourishment  





The board is presently reviewing the options available to replenish the lost sand at the base of the seawall.   We had an engineering study done a few years ago and the determination was that the structure was solid and not in any danger of failing.   However sand continues to erode annually and it is just a matter of time that this project will need to be undertaken.


At present we are looking to form a committee and are seeking volunteers!    This will involve working with environmental engineering companies, Department of Natural Resources and the Bourne Conservation Commission. Homeowners Insurance





Please be reminded that an updated copy of your homeowner insurance policy must be submitted to the office each year to be in compliance with the HVCA by-laws. If you haven’t received your new policy upon the expiration date of the previous year’s policy…… any one item listed below is acceptable proof of coverage until it is received:





A note, on letterhead, from your insurance agent, stating your unit is insured for the current year.





An insurance binder, from your insurance agent. 





A copy of both sides of your cancelled check for the down payment of your new homeowner insurance policy, which can be obtained from your bank upon request.





These documents may be dropped off in the office, left in the drop box located at the office or faxed to the office fax at 508-759-9578.  





Please note: beginning January 1, 2011, in order to save postage costs, a reminder letter will only be mailed to unit owner’s whose policy has not been received by the end of the month it is due. A fifteen (15) day grace period will be allowed before a fine is assessed.

Exclusive use land clean-up:  Fall is here and winter is around the corner.  Please make every effort to clean up your yard prior to leaving for the winter. Any loose outdoor furniture, trash cans, lawn ornaments, etc. can be blown around during the harsh winter months.   


Sewer System:  Our pump stations are operating well.  Please be reminded not to flush inappropriate items into the sewer system. If you need additional reminder sticker, they are available in the office.





Unregistered Vehicles:  Unregistered or unattended motor vehicles are not allowed in the village.  All unregistered or unidentified utility trailers, motor boats, boat trailers, and dinghies will be removed from the village.  Please put your unit number on all dinghies left in the beach area or boats and trailers stored on common land.





Seawall:  Please do not remove any stones (large or small) from the seawall.  They are needed to insure the stability of the wall.





Dog Owners:  Please remember to pick up after your dog.  Also, dogs are not allowed in the playground area or on the beaches.





Maintenance Projects:  Leaves and light brush can be bagged in brown paper bags and brought to the roadside.  Our common pathways, stairways and the split rail fencing have been worked on.  We continue to monitor and remove any dead trees throughout the village.





Smoke Detectors/Carbon Monoxide Detectors:  Carbon Monoxide detectors are now required by the Town of Bourne.  Insure that fresh batteries are installed in these detectors.





Dinghies: All dinghies must be removed from our beaches for the winter.  If you are still using your dinghy for shell fishing, drop me a note.  Any dinghy found on the beaches will be relocated to the playground area.  The owner will be assessed a fine according to the fine schedule ($50.00).





Neighborhood Watch:  As winter approaches and many units are closed for the season, we all need to be aware of any suspicious activity and vehicles that you don’t recognize.  Please call the Bourne Police (508-759-4453) to report these events.  You can also report these events on the Bourne Police website (www.bournepolice.com).  











Weekly Trash Pick-up and Recycling Schedule:


As of Labor Day weekend, trash will now be picked up on Mondays only.  Please have your barrels curbside by 7AM.  Please ensure that your trash barrels are labeled with your unit #  and that they have secure lids to keep the animals out.


Recycling pick up will continue on Wednesdays. If you need a recycling bin, please contact Fred.





Recycling Procedures





The Town of Bourne mandates recycling.  Please use the recycling stations or have your bins ready for pick up curbside on Wednesdays.  Items to be recycled are as follows:





GLASS – Clear, green, brown, amber – in tact bottles and jars only.  No broken glass, no mirrors, windows, ceramics, etc.





METAL – Food cans and beverage cans only – no paint cans or aerosol (spray) cans. Please rinse out to avoid insects.





PLASTIC – water & soda bottles, milk, water and juice jugs (not cartons), and plastic food jars.





PAPER – Newspapers, magazines, flyers, paper shopping bags, cardboard boxes, cereal boxes, 


 etc. (please remove inside liners and flattens,   ).

All of these items can go in one bin, we only ask that you separate your paper products and place them in a plastic shopping bag to protect them from weather.

�Recipe of the Month


�            JB’s ZUCCHINI BREAD��3 cups all-purpose flour�1 teaspoon salt�1 teaspoon baking soda�1 teaspoon baking powder�3 teaspoons ground cinnamon�3 eggs�1 cup vegetable oil|�2 1/4 cups white sugar�3 teaspoons vanilla extract�2 cups grated zucchini�1 cup chopped walnuts


Grease and flour two 8 x 4 inch pans. Preheat oven to 325 degrees.


Sift flour, salt, baking powder, soda, and cinnamon together in a bowl. 


Beat eggs, oil, vanilla, and sugar together in a large bowl. Add sifted ingredients to the creamed mixture, and beat well. Stir in zucchini and nuts until well combined. Pour batter into prepared pans. 


Bake for 40 to 60 minutes, or until tester inserted in the center comes out clean. Cool in pan on rack for 20 minutes. Remove bread from pan, and completely cool.
